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Irich Herkenhoff wurde 1966 in Osnabriick geboren und erhielt mit sechs Jahren den ersten Klavierunterricht. Als

Vierzehnjihriger lernte er die Panflote in einem Konzert des Ruménen Gheorghe Zamfir kennen. Nach diesem Erleb-
nis folgten eingehende Studien zu diesem Instrument, die ihm letztlich den Ruf des , besten nichtrumdnischen Panfliten-
virtuosen* einbrachten. Nach einem Querflotenstudium am Miinchner Richard-Strauss-Konservatorium mit anschliefen-
der Fortbildungsklasse auf der Panflote bei Prof. Jochen Girtner, avancierte Ulrich Herkenhoff rasch zum international
gefragten Solisten. Besondere Forderung auf dem Gebiet der ruménischen Folklore erhielt er durch den Schweizer Musi-
kethnologen und Verleger Marcel Cellier, den Entdecker Gheorghe Zamfirs. The Art of Pan steht fiir sein ambitioniertes
Projekt, die Panflote als ernstzunchmendes Konzertinstrument zu etablieren. 1992 wurde er mit dem Miinchner ,Forder-
preis des Gasteig Kulturkreises” (Vorsitz: Hans-Werner Henze) ausgezeichnet. 1996 erhielt er den ,Bayerischen Staats-
forderpreis fiir junge Kiinstler”, und im Jahr 2000 verlieh ihm die Deutsche Phonoakademie fiir seine CD ,,Symphonic
Cinema“ den begehrten Echo Klassik-Preis als Instrumentalist des Jahres. Mittlerweile ist Herkenhoff auch auf filmmusi-
kalischem Gebiet ein gefragter Solist. So wirkte er u.a. an der Oscar-pramierten Musik zu ,,Der Herr der Ringe* mit. Sei-
ne jiingste Filmmusik-Einspielung fand Anfang Oktober 2004 in Budapest fiir die Verfilmung von Imre Kertsz’ ,Roman
eines Schicksallosen” mit der Musik von Ennio Morricone statt. Auch auf pidagogischem Gebiet ist Ulrich Herkenhoff
titig und widmet sich als Verleger der Veroffentlichung von Panfloten-Literatur. Samtliche von ihm gespielten Instrumen-
te stammen aus eigener Fertigung.

Eine langjahrige musikalische Zusammenarbeit verbindet Ulrich Herkenhoff mit dem Organisten und dem 1956 gebo-
renen Pianisten Matthias Keller. Keller, der an der Musikhochschule Miinchen Klavier, Musikpddagogik und Kirchen-
musik studierte, ist neben seiner kiinstlerischen Tétigkeit als Autor und Produzent fiir den Bayerischen Rundfunk, den
Hessischen Rundfunk, den Norddeutschen Rundfunk etc. titig. Als Musikjournalist verdffentlicht er im Fono Forum, der
Siiddeutschen Zeitung, Klassik Heute, Opernwelt, Miinchner Abendzeitung und der Berner Zeitung. Keller unterrichtet an
der Staatlichen Hochschule fiir Musik, Miinchen, Geschichte und Asthetik der Filmmusik. RegelmaBige Workshops und
Seminare, u.a. fir das ZDF und das Deutsche Goethe Institut, fithrten ihn bereits bis nach Ghana.

Irich Herkenhoff was born in 1966 in Osnabrueck, Germany. He had his first piano lesson at the age of six and, at 14,

he first saw the pan flute in a concert given by the Rumanian, Gheorghe Zamfir. This inspired him to intensively stu-
dy the instrument allowing him to eventually achieve the reputation as ,the best non-Rumanian pan flute virtuoso”. After
studying the flute at the Richard Strauss Conservatory in Munich and subsequently the pan flute in an advanced class with
Prof. Jochen Gaertner, Ulrich Herkenhoff rapidly become an internationally renowned soloist. He received special assi-
stance from Georghe Zamfir's discoverer, the Swiss music ethnologist and publisher, Marcel Cellier, to study and promote
Rumanian folklore. The Art of Pan is his ambitious project to see the pan flute established as a serious concert instru-
ment. In 1992, he was honored with the Gastieg culture circle‘s recognition and, in 1996, with the Bavarian state‘s prize
for young artists. In 2000, the German Phonographic Academy awarded him a much coveted Echo, the classic prize as so-




loist of the year. Herkenhoff has also become in demand for film music. Among the many films he has been involved with
is the Oscar winning Lord of the Rings. His latest contribution was in 2004. in Budapest, performing Ennio Morricone's
music for the film version of Imre Kertsz's book Fateless. Herkenhoff is also dedicated to the academic advancement of
the pan flute, having published many works for the pan flute. He has made all the instruments he plays himself.

Ulrich Herkenhoff has had a long term musical relationship with the organist and pianist, Matthias Keller. Born in 1956,
Keller studied piano, church organ and music education at Munich‘s Music Conservatory. In addition to his artistic acti-
vities, he is also author and producer for various Radio networks (Bavaria, Hessen, North Germany etc.). As a music jour-
nalist he has been published in the Siiddeutschen Zeitung, Fono Forum, Klassik Heute, Miinchner Abendzeitung and the
Berner Zeitung. Keller teaches the History and Aesthetics of Film Music in the Munich Conservatory. Regular seminars
and workshops for German television, the Goethe Institute and others have led him to such exotic places as Ghana.

Publishing culture in its authentic form entails for us capturing and recording for posterity outstanding performances
and concerts. The performers, audience, opus and room enter into an intimate dialogue that in its form and expression,
its atmosphere, is unique and unrepeatable. It is our aim, the philosophy of our house, to enable the listener to acutely
experience every facet of this symbiosis, the intensity of the performance. The results are unparalleled interpretations of
musical and literary works, simply - audiophile snapshots of permanent value, recorded in direct 2-Track Stereo digital.
Thus we become a part of the performance itself, capturing, in sound and pictures, the impressions, the suspense that we
enjoy during a concert - so that we may impart to you as authentic an experience as possible.

The concerts in the UNESCO World Heritage Maulbronn Monastery, which we document with this edition, supply the
ideal conditions for our aspirations. It is, above all, the atmosphere of the romantic, candle-lit arches, the magic of the
monastery in its unadulterated sublime presence and tranquillity that impresses itself upon the performers and audience
of these concerts. Renowned soloists and ensembles from the international arena repeatedly welcome the opportunity to
appear here - enjoying the unparalleled acoustic and architectural beauty of this World Heritage Site (monastery church,
cloister gardens, lay refectory, etc.), providing exquisite performances of secular and sacred music. Flourishing culture
in living monuments, enthralling the audience and last but not least also you the listener are the values we endeavor to

document in this series.
