Omslagets portrétt mélat av Johan Castberg
Producent Frank Hedman
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Ar 1884, i samband med 200 &rsminnet av den dansk-norske
dramatikern Ludvig Holbergs fodelse, blev Edvard Grieg
(1843-1907) anmodad skriva en kantat. Detta resulterade i
ett verk fér manskér, som dock férblivit oként — det férsdgs
ej ens med opustal av kompositéren. Men jubiléet gav ocksd
upphov till den svit i gammal stil, som Grieg gav titeln Fra
Holbergs tid. Den komponerades fér piano och &r inspi-
rerad av de musikformer som begagnades i det tidevary
under vilket Holberg levde, ndmligen barocken. Tonsdt-
taren sjdlv spelade sviten vid en festkonsert i Bergen den
7 december 1884. Tidigt féljande &r bérjade han instrumen-
tera verket fér strékorkester. | brev till férldggaren med-
delar han att sviten ursprungligen &r skriven for strakbe-
sdttning. Grieg var angeldgen om att f& sina orkesterkom-
positioner tryckta, men visste av erfarenhet att hans fér-
ldggare helst ville ha pianostycken. “Wenn Sie das Werk
in dieser Form drucken wollen, steht es mit Vergniigung zu
lhrer Disposition”, skrev Grieg och ndmnde ingenting om
att det redan framférts som pianokomposition.

Det dr inte mdnga som vet att symfonikern Jean Sibelius
(1865-1957) skrev mer én 100 pianostycken. Sjélv brukade
han ibland halvt p& skémt foérklara, att dessa kompositio-
ner tillkommit p& hans lediga stunder. De flesta faller un-
der rubriken skisser eller miniatyrer och &verskuggas helt
av hans orkestrala verk. Men ménga av pianostyckena dr
smé& pdrlor, som till exempel Romansen, frén &r 1903, vars
tema uppvisar likheter med hymnen i Finlandia.

Carl Nielsen (1865-1931) dr troligtvis den enda tonsdttare
som skapat ett verk, vilket dr ként av en stdrre allménhet
under opusbeteckningen — Liten svit for strakorkester, med
opustalet 1. Den skrevs 1888 d& han var 23 & gammal, men
utgjorde inte hans f&rsta komposition utan den férst fram-
férda. Ett par &r senare publicerades de fem piano-
styckena, opus 3, som visar ett andligt slékiskap med
folktonen hos Grieg. Detta &r okomplicerad musik som dr
rolig att lyssna till och som tydligt visar att styckena dr
skrivna av en ung man. Men den unge Nielsen har ett sting
som férnimms ocks& genom den direkt tilltalande musiken.

“Ack, Vérmeland du skéna” hér till de melodier med vilka
alla svenskar &r fértrogna alltsedan barnsben. Den dr kénd
ocksé utanfér landets gréinser genom sin enkla och ovanligt
skona melodi. Under senare ér har den, inte ovéntat, ocksd
presenterats i olika jazz-sammanhang, bdde av svenska
och utléndska musiker. Det d&r ddrfér av sdrskilt intresse
ndr den nu bearbetats av en av. Sveriges mest kdnda
seridsa tonsdttare, Erland von Koch (fodd 1910). Fantasin
dr skriven pd begéran av Inger Wikstrém.

Swedish pianist Inger Wikstrém is, indeed, a travelling
Ambassador of Music.

For the past few years she has performed all over Europe
but the turning point of her career was her American debut
1963 — an event which, by the way, was recorded live and
later on issued commercially.

Hailed as “a big pianist” by a feared New York Times critic,
the road was open to her. Today she can look back
upon four tours in the United States, as well as two highly
successfull visits to the Soviet Union. Return engagements
have already been arranged.

This recording was made after her recent Scandinavian
tour and presents, appropriately enough, music by some
of the most well known composers of the North.

The suite “From Holberg’s Time” was originally written by
Edvard Grieg for the piano in connection with the cele-
brations in 1884 commemorating the 200th anniversary of
the birth of dramatist Ludvig Holberg. This charming suite
in baroque style was played by the composer at a festival
concert in Bergen on December 7 the same year. It was
orchestrated the following year and it is in this form that
it is more generally known.

Jean Sibelius wrote more than 100 piano compositions.
Half-jokingly he would sometimes explain that these pieces
had been composed in his sparetime. Most of them can be
classified as sketches or miniatures and are overshadowed
by his orchestral works. Nonetheless, many of these piano
pieces are nuggets, as for example “Romance” which dates
from 1903 and has o theme closely related to the hymn in
“Finlandia”.

Carl Nielsen composed his “Little Suite for Strings” — the
famous Opus 1 — when he was 23. Two years later came
these five pieces for piano, opus 3. There is a spiritual
kinship between these and the folktone of Grieg. Above
all, this is happy and delightful music, easily accessible.

“Ack, Vérmeland du skéna” —the folk song giving a poetical
description of the beautiful Swedish province Varmland — is
quite well known also outside Sweden because of its simple
and endearing melody. From time to time it has been
presented in modern dress by Swedish and foreign jazz
musicians. Here it is rendered in a concert arrangement by
the celebrated Swedish composer Erland von Koch, at the
request of Inger Wikstrém.
